B. Course Description

The main purpose of the module is to develop communicative and linguistic competences that will help

UPN students and lecturers with the necessary tools to participate in different communicative events at an A1

level of the Common European Framework ​(beginner level TESOL standards)​.A student who masters this level will be able to introduce herself/himself and others, ask and answer simple questions, and understand simple conversations. This module includes sociocultural competences applied to oral production through the use linguistic events; it also includes the use of the language for simple greetings, and communicative exchanges. In terms of writing, format of the personal letter and emails will be covered. The methodology to be used is task-based and the actional approach.
